2.3.2 — Students mentoring system available in the institution? Give details. (maximum 500 words)

The college/IQAC has developed a welldefined mechanism for Students Mentoring System. As the college
situated in the suburban area like Ahmednagar, most students have rural agrarian base. Some of them are either
first or secondgeneration learners of their family. These students obviously require academic parenting.
Mentoring is introduced at the first year of the academic programme either graduation or postgraduation. Thirty
percent of the total teaching staff gets involved in mentoring every year. The batch of students once adopted
remains with the teacher till the end of the academic programme, usually three years in case of undergraduate
students and two years in case of postgraduate students. The students are distributed using randomly to the
mentors. As a result, each teacher may receives students from all disciplines. The remaining seventy percent
teachers get involved in mentoring in two consecutive years and in rotation each teacher gets associated with
the system. Mentoring/academic parenting includes addressing the curricular, cocurricular, psychosocial, and
financial problems/needs of these students. All the students/mentee share their phone numbers and mail
address with the teacher/mentor. The mentor communicates the mentee through these means. It is mandatory to
take four formal meetings with the whole group. A teacher maintains records/proceedings of these meetings. The
mentor is observant about the mentee’s performance in continuous internal evaluation as well as in university
examinations. He also tracks students’ participation in cocurricular activities. He advises mentee about being
regular and punctual for all the classes and practicals. If necessary, the mentor communicates the parents of the
mentee and provides suggestions regarding mentee’s academic development. The mentor counsels the mentee
regarding career, health, academic issues, moral/ethical bindings, social awareness, democratic principles etc.

The
interpersonal communication among the mentor and mentee results in responsible citizenship. The mentoring
system proves helpful in tracking student’s progression.

4.4.2 — Procedures and policies for maintaining and utilizing physical, academic and support facilities - laboratory,

The coll ege has forned a Building Committee, chaired by the Principal. The
commttee deals with issues like planning for infrastructure, upgradation,
repai rs and mai nt enance and upkeep of the facilities. Regular infrastructural
devel opnents, repairs, and nmaintenance activities are assigned to the property
section. In addition, a fulltime civil engineer is appointed to coordinate
i nfrastructural devel opnent activities. The budgetary provisions proposed for
mai nt enance of infrastructure are discussed in LMC neetings and funds are
approved accordingly. A Library Advisory Comrittee chaired by the Principal has
been fornmed. Al the Viceprincipals and Head of the Departnents are nmenbers.
The Librarian acts as a secretary. The commttee held neetings to discuss and
deci de the policies regardi ng budget all ocation, purchase of books,

i nfrastructural needs, nmanpower requirenents, upgradation of types of
equi prent, library services etc. The institutional priority has always been to
enrich the library with learning resources |ike books, journals, periodicals,
magazi nes, journals, ebooks and to ensure better student services Hardware
section with two hardware engi neers | ooks after the regul ar maintenance and
upkeep of I T infrastructure. The college has a wellestablished nmechani sm for
t he mai nt enance and upkeep of infrastructure, facilities and equi pnent. The
needs of regul ar nmaintenance and upkeep are proposed and ascertai ned by the
heads of the department/section incharge. The demands in witing are subnitted
to the property section. The consolidated requirenents are forwarded to the
Admi ni strative Cormmittee and Building Cormittee. The needs are finally approved
on priority basis. The actual work of maintenance and upkeep is carried out by
the property section. Furniture including benches, desks, tables, cupboards and
chairs are repaired regularly to insure their optiml use. The services |ike
cl eani ng, security, gardening etc. are outsourced on annual contract basis. The
canpus visits of professionals/experts are arranged for major technica
mai nt enance and repairs of sophisticated instruments. Electric fittings are
regul arly checked and repl aced whenever necessary. Routine calibration of
equi prent and instrunents are carried by the faculty/technical staff of the
concerned departnment. The hel p of professionals/experts is taken for the
calibration and precision neasures of sophisticated equi prment/instruments as
per the guidelines given in user’s manual. Fire safety equipnent is checked
nont hly.
